What is Find-It-Fast? 

Find-It-Fast is a library portal that provides an easy way to simultaneously search for 

information in a variety of electronic resources. You can cut your research time by 

quickly and efficiently exploring the Library’s catalog and databases with a single search. 

 

Find-It-Fast is made up of the following five components: 

 

QuickSearch – search for articles or other information on a topic. 

Find Database – find article databases and indexes, e-journal and e-book collections, 

encyclopedias, and more. 

Find e-Journal – find individual e-journals by title. 

CrossSearch – search across multiple e-resources by selecting a type from the dropdown 

list in the left hand panel. Here, you can search databases in narrower categories than 

those found in QuickSearch. 

Basket – you can add citations of interest to your basket. They are stored for the current 

work session only.  

How do I log in? 

If you are on campus, there is no need to log in. To access all of TTU’s databases from 

off-campus, however, log in by clicking the Off-campus TTU users log in here link in 



the upper right hand portion of the banner and enter your eRaider username and 

password.  

How do I find online full text articles? 

QuickSearch is the easiest way to search for full text articles and citations on general 

topics. Simply enter your search term in the search box, select the set you would like to 

search and click Go. Each QuickSet is searching the Library’s catalog and a group of 

databases related to the category. To see the contents of a QuickSet, click the QuickSet 

name. 

 

 
 

On the QuickSearch Results screen, a Full Text icon indicates that full text should be 

available. Click the SFX or Full Text icons (when available) to search for full text. 

 

 
 

 

 



From the resulting SFX window, click Go beside any entry in the Full Text section to 

access the article. 

 
 

To perform a more detailed search, use the Advanced tab, which provides more options 

to help focus your search. 

 
 

 



 

How do I get back to the results list? 

When you are looking at an individual record, click Table View to go back to the list of

How do I find a database by subject? 
Use the Find Database tab, and then click on the Category sub-tab. Select a category and 
a subcategory and then click the Go button.   
 

 
 
 
From the results screen, search in a database by clicking the magnifying glass icon  at 
the end of the line, or go to the database’s web site by clicking the database name. A 
database’s native interface will usually offer more search options. To find out more 
information about a database, click the information button.
